





REDWOOD CITY SCHOOL DISTRICT

The Redwood City School District is where many of this area’s future innovators and
workers are being educated. The district is in an optimum position to apply new solutions to
educational challenges, with a diverse student body, a manageable number of schools, and
a big enough school population to really make an impact.

Redwood City’s proximity to the two most vibrant centers of commerce in the region, San
Francisco and Silicon Valley, puts it at the center of California’s high tech heartland, making
it imperative that Redwood City become a leader in developing the innovators and workers
of tomorrow.

The Redwood City School District is the second largest district of its kind, after San Mateo-
Foster City, in the region between San Francisco and Cupertino. The district is the third
largest kindergarten through eighth grade district in all of San Mateo and Santa Clara
counties combined.

Since testing began in 1998, the students of the Redwood City School District have made
the largest gains in Academic Performance Index (API) in San Mateo County. In 2005/06,
North Star Academy, one of the district’s 17 schools, was recognized as the sixth top
elementary school in California, based on API scores.

The Redwood City School District still faces significant challenges however, with 56.6% of
students living in poverty (receiving free and reduced lunches) and 49% classified as
English language learners.
